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Wednesday Walk from Ginini Car Park towards Mt JGinjera - 17 February 2010 
 

The walk commences at the locked gate at the end of Mt Frankiln Road.  After morning tea we started to walk 

along the road to Mt Ginjera.  We were a bit disturbed to find that some of the roadside vegetation had been 

sprayed and was dead or dieing.  However, there was still lots to see including Podolepis robusta, Brachyscome 

aculeata, Helichrysum rutidolepis, Wahlenberghia gloriosa,Senecio linearifolius, Craspedia aurantia and even 

a Microseris lanceolata - all flowering well. There was lots of Grevillea diminuta in bud and good fruit/seed on 

the Dianella tasmanica, Coprosma hirtella, Olearia megalophylla and Pimelea ligustrina.  Most made it to 

Stockyard Gap for lunch then a smaller group headed further to a small swamp and the start of the Stockyard 

Spur fire trail.  It was a rewarding spot - we found Euphrasia caudata flowering as well as Brachyscome 

scapigera. We also saw Baeckea gunniana, Callistemon pityoides, Eucalyptus pauciflora ssp. debeuzevillei and 

an interesting sedge which seems to be Isolepis crassiuscula.
